The Present Perfect is the first really big problem most learners of English encounter.

Why is this ? - There are probably three ressons:

» Tt looks at the Present and the Past at the sane time,
1f you realise that the word ‘perfect = "past’ then this tense could be called the "Present and Past” tense.
Many languages have no equivalent tense.
